	1.  Checks to be made on a regular basis to monitor local infection rates and if rates begin to rise committee will meet/liaise to make necessary decisions – if it is felt that rehearsals are putting members at excess risk then they will be suspended. 
2.  Members to be recommended to consider undertaking lateral flow tests prior to every rehearsal. If a member should prove positive for Covid they give permission to the committee to inform other members of this result and to mention them by name to allow individuals to assess their own risk and act accordingly. All attending to be asked if they are experiencing any symptoms or have been exposed to anyone experiencing symptoms in the last couple of days to best of their knowledge.  Track and trace information to be kept with weekly register – anyone falling ill with Covid within 48 hours after rehearsal must contact Secretary so that tracing of those present can happen. That person should undertake a PCR test and inform Secretary of result.  Secretary to have up to date contact details for all those attending.
3.  Should any member fall ill during rehearsal, Ian Wilson will take responsibility for ensuring the person is given necessary assistance.
4.  All those attending will be asked to take note of additional instructions regarding behaviour and safety measures in place before during and after rehearsal (see separate sheet)
5.  St Paul’s Church is a covid secure venue and has its own risk assessment – all necessary ventilation will be used during rehearsals and all precautions in line with their risk assessment to be adhered to.
6.  Those attending rehearsals should be instructed not to shout (raise a hand to ask a question)  Repertoire to be adapted to avoid overly loud singing.  Masks for singing are optional.   No warm up breathing exercises.   Break to be reduced to 15 mins and singers bring own drinks if required (to be reviewed after a couple of rehearsals).  Singers may go outside during break time (weather permitting) if they wish to socialise.  Windows and main door to be left open to help with flow of outside air.  Social distancing is an option for those who prefer it.   One way system for arrival/departure.  Main entrance only to be used.  All singers MUST register on arrival and ensure Secretary has up to date contact details.
7.  Hands to be sanitised on arrival and departure (sanitiser will be provided)
